WHEREAS 

In order to ensure continued relations between the Supreme Court and the 

Senate there needs to be a consistent Supreme Court presence in Senate 

meetings; and, 

 

WHEREAS 

Senate occasionally requires clarification of bylaws or the constitution 

while in session; and, 
 

WHEREAS 

Repeated instances of disorder have not been easily addressed; and, 
 

WHEREAS 

Increasing the ease of filing internal complaints will reduce their stigma 

and allow problems to be addressed earlier in their progression;so, 
 

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY ENACTED 

That the position of the Sergeant-at-Arms be recreated as an official of the Supreme Court; and, 

 

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED 

That the job description of the ASCSU Sergeant-at-Arms be added as attached and placed in the ASCSU  

Senate Bylaws with the other job descriptions; and,  

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED 

That Senate recommends the Supreme Court amends its bylaws to include this position, making it 

consistent with the attached job description, and including procedures that allows the Speaker of the 

Senate to, or by a two-thirds vote of Senate  recommend dismissal of the Sergeant-at-Arms; and, 

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED 

 That this position shall sunset on the Twenty-Sixth Session of the Forty-Fourth ASCSU Senate; and.

ASCSU SERGEANT-AT-ARMS 

JOB DESCRIPTION 
 

The ASCSU Sergeant-at-Arms will be nominated by the ASCSU Chief Justice and approved by majority vote of 

the ASCSU Senate. The Sergeant-at-Arms will be considered an official of the Supreme Court. The Sergeant-at-

Arms will serve until the end of the current Senate.  The Sergeant-at-Arms is eligible for reappointment subject 

to the approval of the Senate after consent of the Chief Justice.  

 

Applicants must be full-time members of ASCSU at the time of nomination and shall have a minimum 

cumulative GPA of 2.0.  If appointed, the Sergeant-at-Arms must remain enrollment and minimum GPA 

throughout their term of office. 

 

Background: 

1. Have some experiences working in groups and present a desire to polish that skill. 

2. Have a working knowledge of the ASCSU Constitution and the Bylaws of each branch 

3. Be familiar with Robert’s Rules of Order 

 

Responsibilities: 

1. Attend all Senate meetings in their entirety.  Any excused absence must be approved by either Supreme 

Court Leadership or the Speaker. 

2. Be well versed in all ASCSU governing documents including the Constitution, Senate Bylaws, Supreme 

Court Bylaws, Elections Code and other pertinent documents to the satisfaction of Supreme Court  

Leadership and the Speaker. 

3. Advise the Senate and the Speaker on questions regarding governing documents. 

4. Assist in maintaining order and decorum in the Senate, including enforcing requests of the Speaker and 

rules of order of the Senate as dictated by bylaws, traditions, and other governing documents. 

5. File internal complaints to the Supreme Court upon repeated transgressions of individual officials of 

ASCSU at the Sergeant-at-Arms discretion 

6. File request for opinions or review to the Supreme Court as necessary based on questions that arise dur-

ing Senate meetings. 

7. Attend judicial meetings and other functions scheduled by the Supreme Court. 

8. Report events of Senate (including passed, current, and upcoming legislation) to the Supreme Court as 

necessary. 

9. Carry out functions of the Supreme Court as necessary and as requested by the Supreme Court leader-

ship. 

10. Maintain the Supreme Court Reference Tome, ensuring all documents are up to date. 

11. Keep a minimum of one office hour per week. 

12. Sit on at least one committee either external or internal. 

13. Attend a minimum of three ASCSU sponsored events including, but not limited to: 

a. RamRide 

b. Ram Leadership
