Legislative Affairs Department –Matt Strauch

· Keeping a very close eye on the CCHE, CSU Financial Accountability Plan and movement around tuition increases. It is likely that, between the actual tuition increase and the credit hour gap change, tuition will increase by approximately 20-30%. President Frank’s recent visit to ASCSU indicated a 20% total increase for resident undergraduate students.

· Publication of Sarah Elfreth’s “The Young Guardians” update: it’s at the designers. We should have a proof in the next few days.

· Talking with Community Affairs to assist with City Elections promotions.

· Capitol Update: HB1184, which would create a committee of legislators and higher education folks, passed House Education 9-3-1.  It will not sit dormant until April with the Legislative Council will hear it. I’d be happy to answer questions re this bill and its progress.

· CSU Student Advocacy Day is on Monday, February 28. Over 60 students are registered to attend. Students will hear from their legislators, learn more about the legislative process, what’s going on now, the State budget, observe House and Senate sessions, see a “mock” meeting with a legislator and then have meetings with legislators and MUCH MORE. Breakfast and lunch will be served. Bus leaves from the LSC at 7am and will be back in Fort Collins no later than 3pm.

· Capwiz and Issue Briefs will be the Legislative Affairs staff priority through the end of the year. Matt and Kevin will focus on bill tracking, and other advocacy work.
