Legislative Affairs Department –Matt Strauch
New This Week:

· Tuition scheduled to go up 20% for resident undergraduate students. Despite healthy tax income forecasts, we should remain pessimistic that this number will go down as it’s the Governor’s priority to fill in the K-12 education gap. We continue to monitor the issue.

· Kevin and I are working on the ASCSU Report to the Community.

· Publication of Sarah Elfreth’s “The Young Guardians” update: final ISBN and Library of Congress text to be typeset and then it’s off to the printers!

· Capitol Update: A bill will be introduced in the near future by the Legislative Audit Committee to regulate into the law the mechanism of setting student fees at a University. We like about 90% of the bill (per the version I’ve seen), but it could go sideways in the amendment process. This is a top priority for ASCSU—we wish to keep our relative autonomy in setting student fees. SB100 (Repeal Sunset of Articulation Committee at Dept of Higher Ed) looks like it will become law. We have been in touch with its supporters to keep students involved in the process.

· Capwiz and Issue Briefs will be the Legislative Affairs staff priority through the end of the year. Kirsten has been designated the new manager of CapWiz. Matt, Kevin and other staff will focus on bill tracking, and other advocacy work.
