Legislative Affairs Department –Matt Strauch
New This Week:

· Tuition scheduled to go up 20% for resident undergraduate students. K-12 is seeing a fair amount of negotiations, but higher education is a lost cause this year. It’s a generally accepted principle that tuition will be going up around the state.

· Publication of Sarah Elfreth’s “The Young Guardians” update: DELIVERY THIS WEEK! Waiting game… Tim Brogdon and I are working on the list of folks who will receive a copy (higher ed board chairs, student government leaders in the US, Colorado legislators, key CSU people, etc.)

· Capitol Update: Monitoring Student Fee regulation legislation.

· SB-052… Higher Education funding tied to results… been languishing in the Senate for about 2 months. This bill doesn’t offer a lot of hope in diversifying funding, but rather makes a very large list of onerous requirements for institutions to meet before they get full funding (essentially). We are monitoring with no position at this time.

· HB-1301…Rep. Waller and Sen. Schwartz have introduced a lengthy bill deals with Student Fee setting reform along with addressing numerous other administrative issues in higher education. I am working with our team, lobbyist and other student governments, namely UC-Denver, to address concerns about student involvement changes (and removing vague references to such) in the bill. I am testifying before the House State, Veteran and Military Committee on Thursday morning regarding several amendments to align the bill to be more student friendly and offer meaningful input from the student government.

· Working on preparing the contract for the lobbyist for the next Administration.
