· VoteCSU!: Many people have asked me to clarify VoteCSU! and its association with ASCSU.  Most people in the organization last year are familar with VoteCSU!, so I apologize if you have hear this before but I wanted to clarify in my director’s report.  VoteCSU! started as an idea I took last October at the Southwest Student Leadership Conference.  The idea was to have a coalition of student groups working on vote work, as we are more powerful together and one group cannot do all the work alone.
