Judicial Report – Jake McMahon
· GOALS. I’d like to share the goals the Court came up with at this year’s ASCSU retreat. Thanks to Justice Yoswa for sharing these last week at Senate.
· Bylaw rewrite. The S. Ct. bylaws need to be updated to reflect the creation of the All University Hearing Board and make any additional improvements we can identify. This should be completed in the next few weeks.
· Successful merger of the Greek members of the AUHB with the justices. We discussed specifically what we define as a “successful merger” but generally we hope to function as one cohesive board when handling student organization hearings. Because this is the board’s first year, we feel strongly that maintaining an effort all year will be critical in establishing a solid future for the board. 
· We would like to increase the knowledge and understanding within ASCSU of the Supreme Court’s role and tasks in the organization and within the conduct process. The retreat was a great start to this. 
· The Court selected three as a reasonable goal for the number of internal hearings to address this academic year. This number is somewhat arbitrary; the experience of the past years would put the number of internal cases on our docket closer to zero. It cannot be asserted that members of ASCSU, pursuing their constitutional duties to the best of their understanding, can be entirely without disputes. But the lack of activity in our branch would seem to suggest as much. To be clear, the Court is NOT actively inciting conflict within the organization or intentionally causing disputes for the purpose of resolving them. We do not act as an arbiter of personal conflicts or a body of advice givers. We have rejected those roles and continue to reject them. Nevertheless, it is clear that ASCSU is underutilizing one of its three branches to solve organizational issues. The Supreme Court has a responsibility to address constitutional questions as they arise in the form of cases. Too often, actual constitutional disputes are not pursued, or worse, constitutional requirements go ignored entirely. We do not presume it our typical role to identify defects in the ASCSU Constitution, that is the role of the elected branches. Though in addressing cases, constitutional problems can come to light, and thus cases provide an educational opportunity. Through the amendment process, students may work to improve the organization’s founding document as they see fit. What is unacceptable is to allow potentially problematic provisions to go without enforcement. Every member of ASCSU has an obligation (affirmed by his/her taking the oath of office) to follow the rules and regulations set out in our controlling documents. When procedures seem to contradict constitutional requirements or when regulations are incoherent or vague, the Court can be often tasked with addressing those questions. This year, we look forward to fulfilling our role as an equal branch of ASCSU. 

· WEEKLY MEETINGS. Our 3 p.m. meetings are held in the East Atrium of the Lory Student Center. Remember, nearly all parts of these meetings are open to the public. If you are interested in checking it out, come talk to a member of the Court. 
· CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT. President Gearhart has signed Bill 3901, which affects the Supreme Court’s jurisdiction and allows justices to sit on the All University Hearing Board—a creation of the Office of Conflict Resolution and Student Conduct Services. I have updated the ASCSU Constitution (available on the U-drive) to reflect this amendment.
· HEARING BOARD. The first meeting of the All University Hearing Board will be this Thursday at 6 p.m. in the East Atrium. We will get to know the other board members and discuss board procedures. 
· Finally congratulations to Justice Endres. We look forward to working with in her second term on the Court.
