· 3Unrelated
· The Council Work Session for this issue was last week at 300 Laporte Ave. (City Hall). There seems to be some confusion as to whether or not there was a decision made. Work sessions are not designed for Council Members to actually make a decision. They simply give City Staff a direction to “look into” different options and provide more information regarding. The directions given are as follows:
1. Changing in the definition of family to allow a temporary exemption for families that choose to house an additional adult. Such exemptions would require an upholding of the current definition of family; therefore, situations such as exchange students, missionaries, and student athletes would qualify. The house would be required to remain owner-occupied and the additional adults could not provide any monetary contributions to the owner.
2. Rental licensing and/or rental registration. This has the potential to be very beneficial to students and also have very negative consequences for students. I will be providing more insight on Wednesday at the Senate meeting so that student representatives have all of the information necessary when making a decision or taking a position (if this happens).
3. Adding an additional use – extra occupancy rental housing - to the NCM (Neighborhood Conservation Medium density) zone just north and east of campus. This was included in the ASCSU proposal. This is a huge accomplishment for students and landlords. However, if this does come up for a vote, we must convince four council members that this is worthwhile. The NCM zone currently allows up to a four-plex but does not allow for extra occupancy rental housing. 
· For more information regarding this issue, please contact my department. We are currently developing a strategy and will probably ask ASCSU Senate to take a specific position on these potential changes. The time-line we are looking at for the next work session is greater than three months.
· Instant runoff voting
· Seth Anthony (which most of you know from CSU’s graduate student council) and Wanda Mayberry from the League of Women Voters will be presenting to the Community Affairs Department this week regarding this voting method. This has the potential to be very beneficial for more student-friendly candidates. Further information will be presented at ASCSU Senate this week.
· The Next Elections
· As most know, elections are highly important. The Community Affairs Department will be looking forward to next year’s Community Elections and how to get students to vote. This could include a ballot drop box on campus, Community Elections Committee, and other grassroots methods.

Judicial Report – Jake McMahon
· WEEKLY MEETINGS. Last week’s meeting was cancelled due to the university’s snow closure. We should be back to business this week. Our 3 p.m. meetings are held in the East Atrium of the Lory Student Center on Wednesdays. Remember, nearly all parts of these meetings are open to the public. If you are interested in checking it out, come talk to a member of the Court. 
· HEARING BOARD. The Board’s meeting from last week was also cancelled, but we will be meeting this Thursday for a hearing.  

· CASE NO. 10-14-09. The Court’s unanimous (5-0) opinion in the case was released on Thursday the 29th. To put it briefly, the Court held that the actions on the part of the executive branch members regarding the Oct. 8 Student Funding Board meeting were within their constitutional powers. I strongly encourage anyone who is interested in the case to read our opinion in full. Paper copies were made available in the office last week, and you can request a copy from any member of the Court. A short concurring opinion is likely to be released later this week.
