· Legislative Business- We are tracking a number of Bills at the Capitol, including: 

· In-state Tuition Military Veterans – HB09-1039 would qualify military members and their families for instate tuition at Colorado Higher Education Institutions. 
· Passed and Amended by State, Veterans, & Military Affairs and sent to Appropriations Committee
· In-state Tuition Parent Moves For Job – HB09-1063 would qualify dependants who’s legal guardian moves to Colorado to work if the child is a legal resident of the United States, their legal guardian moves to Colorado during the child’s Senior year of High School, and the child graduates from a Colorado High School.
· Passed Unamended out of State, Veterans, & Military Affairs and sent to Appropriations Committee.
· Designate Enterprises Aux Facilities – HB09-1229 would allow facilities of an institution to be designated enterprises and continue to be designated as enterprises so long as they continue to serve this role.

· Feb 20th – Passed Second Reading
· Feb 23rd- Calendared for Third Reading
· Tax Credit Donations To Research Institutions- HB09-1242 allows for an income tax credit to be given to those who donate to Research Universities.

· Feb 25th- House Finance Cmte 
· Higher Ed Costs for State Inmates- HB09-1264 requires inmates to repay the costs of obtaining a degree while serving a sentence.

· Feb 20th – Passed Second Reading
· Feb 24th- Calendared for Third Reading
· Higher Education Pervasively Sectarian Institution- SB09-1267 changes the language that defines sectarian education, limiting only those seeking a degree in theology from receiving state funding.

· Feb 23rd- Senate Ed Cmte
· Enrollment Options Private Home Schools- HB09-1270 opens up the possibility of students at private or home schools to take and obtain credit at public universities and community colleges.

· Feb 19th- Postponed Indefinitely 
· Government Data Sharing- HB09-1285 replaces the data protocol development council with the government data advisory board.

· Feb 23rd- House Ed Cmte
· Higher Ed Guaranteed Credit Transfer ​– SB09-045 would require institutions of Higher Education to establish articulations agreements for students to enter in upon enrollment in bachelors programs that established a maximum 60 credit requirement for completion of the degree.

· Feb 11th Passed Education Committee sent to Appropriations
· Colorado State University Global Campus – SB09-086 would officially create the online campus of Colorado State University, CSU Global Campus as the third campus in the Colorado State University System. 

· Feb 9th-  Passed Senate
· Feb 19th- Passed House Education, sent to Committee of the Whole
·  Nondiscrimination in Higher Ed Funding- SB09-170 would allow all Colorado High School Graduates who have attended at least three years of school in Colorado, regardless of immigration status, to receive instate tuition and financial aid.
