We will be observing both houses of the State Legislature, talking with representatives from the Department of Higher Education, the Colorado Commission on Higher Education, the Joint Budget Committee, and our Fort Collins and Pueblo delegations.  I will be sending around a signup sheet at Senate for those interested in going. Breakfast and lunch will be provided and you will get an official get-out-of-school free letter from Pam.  

· Board of Gov’s Bill- The Bill was scheduled for Committee for Monday, February 9 at 1:30pm! That just means we have A LOT of work ahead of us in a short period of time.  Please write those emails ASAP to the committee members, and get those letters into the office for the rest of the House members!!

· Legislative Business- We are tracking a number of Bills at the Capitol, including: 

· Require Public School Emergency Drills – HB09-1009 would require public schools (including post-secondary institutions) to perform emergency preparedness drills. 

· In House Ed Cmte Feb 5th
· In-state Tuition Military Veterans – HB09-1039 would qualify military members and their families for instate tuition at Colorado Higher Education Institutions. 
· Passed and Amended by State, Veterans, & Military Affairs and sent to Appropriations Committee
· In-state Tuition Parent Moves For Job – HB09-1063 would qualify dependants who’s legal guardian moves to Colorado to work if the child is a legal resident of the United States, their legal guardian moves to Colorado during the child’s Senior year of High School, and the child graduates from a Colorado High School.
· Passed Unamended out of State, Veterans, & Military Affairs and sent to Appropriations Committee.
· Bd Trustees Higher Ed Faculty Vote – HB09-1074 would establish a faculty voting member on every institution of Higher Education in Colorado (except CU).  
· Failed in House Education Committee 5-8.
· Proof of Citizenship to Vote- HB09-1146 would require voters to provide proof of citizenship to register to vote, in the form of a passport, birth certificate, or proof of naturalization/immigration status. 
· Failed in House State, Vet, & Mil Affairs 
· Higher Ed Guaranteed Credit Transfer ​– SB09-045 would require institutions of Higher Education to establish articulations agreements for students to enter in upon enrollment in bachelors programs that established a maximum 60 credit requirement for completion of the degree.

· Colorado State University Global Campus – SB09-086 would officially create the online campus of Colorado State University, CSU Global Campus as the third campus in the Colorado State University System.
