· Supplemental Rules:  New Supplemental Rules have been adopted by the Election Committee and ratified by the Supreme Court.  The new rules can be found posted on the front door of ASCSU.  The Election Committee also adopted a new rule last week pending Supreme Court ratification and will be posted soon.
· All performances, special presentations, or guest speakers by non-student organizations in promotion or appeal of votes for candidates must be approved by the elections committee with a majority vote at least one week prior to scheduled appearance.

· Fair market value of the event shall be determined by the Elections Committee based on the market value of compensation of ALL performances or appearances made by that individual or group at any location within the last nine months.  Documentation of performances must be submitted to the elections committee one week prior to scheduled appearance for verification purposes.  Burden is on candidate to provide appropriate documentation to prove the past compensation of the individual or group in order to create the nine month average.

· The ticket in control of sound that day CANNOT go over the 80 dB sound limit when measured from the speaker.  The ticket will be allowed one warning from Event Planning Service then a $15 fine will be assessed per violation thereafter.

External Affairs Committee

John Anest, Senator, College of Applied Human Science
· From the External Committee request to review and follow up with legislation passed, I requested information, positive or negative, regarding Resolution #3807, ASCSU Endorsement of CSU Not Forwarding Early Settlement Letters, from several people to whom the Resolution was sent. 

· A email from Kathleen Harward, Director of CSU Student Legal Services follows: “To my knowledge, we haven’t received any Early Settlement Letters since the ASCSU resolution. (You can verify that with Pat Burns when you meet with him).  Unexpectedly in December, the RIAA changed its strategy and abandoned its long standing practice of mass lawsuits against individuals. Instead, it is now working with Internet Service Providers to get the ISP's to take action when the ISP finds a user offering music for sharing. Unless the RIAA goes back to its old strategy, we probably won’t see any more Early Settlement Letters. For now, that makes the ASCSU resolution a moot point. It sure made sense at the time it was enacted, though.”  

· There may be a need for future legislation to support or decline the request from the RIAA to get ISP’s(CSU in this case) to take action when the ISP finds a user illegally uploading music.
