Legislative Affairs Department –August Ritter
Hope you all had a good weekend. I know I did.  

· The tracking report: Let me know if you want to see it and/or know more about it. The two bills that I am having the capstone group focus on for us is the Tuberculosis Bill and the instate tuition for the children of illegal immigrants bill. 
· The Textbook Bill: The bill passed out of committee unanimously last week. Committee went really well. Everyone Representative seemed supportive of it and some even thought it should be a little stronger. The publishing companies didn’t lobby against it and were actually in favor of the bill. On Monday it passed on 2nd Reading. Now all we need is the signature of the Guv.
· CCHE Meeting: Katie and I presented to the Colorado Commission on Higher Education on Friday. We wanted to make sure that their tuition proposal to the JBC of a 9% rate cap included such things as differential tuition and credit gap closures. We thought the meeting went well except it looks like they are going to take graduate students out of the rate cap. (sorry Dan). After the meeting Katie and I sent an email to all of the members of Joint Budget Committee to give them a reminder of what we think should happen. Here is the wording of the email we sent to the JBC members. 
Dear Senator Johnson, 
We know that you are going to be doing figure setting on Monday and we just wanted to share with you some thoughts and concerns. As I am sure you are aware, you should be receiving a recommendation from the Colorado Commission on Higher Education concerning tuition rates for FY09. We would like to support the Commission’s recommendations. An effective tuition rate cap of 9% is a fair and manageable tuition increase for Colorado State University students. The author of the proposal, Diane Lindner, made it very clear that a rate cap was to encompass such things as a credit window closure and differential tuition. 
At this week’s meeting of the CSU Board of Governors, different tuition options were discussed. All of the options effectively raised resident tuition from anywhere between 19-30%. The Board openly talked about the option of respecting the tuition limit and in addition, closing one or two credit windows on top of high cost program differentials.
 As we have said before, we hope that whatever decision is made will be
unambiguous, will not leave any room for "misinterpretation," and will
effectively cap tuition increases for research institutions to the single
digits.
