Elections Manager –Kevin Robinson
· PLEASE COME TOMORROW TO THE THEATRE DEBATE!!
· At 7:00PM (In lieu of Senate!), CTV will be moderating the presidential debate, in the Theatre. Please come and learn about the presidential candidates! There will be a time for public commentary, so ask good questions, too!
· Plaza Campaigning may only be done from 8:00AM to 4:00PM, because that is what our Plaza reservation specifies.
· If you choose to campaign at another location on campus, you must follow all rules and procedures specified by the individual building proctors, and CSU Facilities. This means you MUST ask for permission before you post materials.
· The next committee meeting is 5:15 TODAY, Tuesday the 30th, in LSC 24. There will be several hearings tonight.
· Keep in mind that ASCSU still has work to do. We've got a lot of projects to work on, so please, if you choose to campaign/help campaign, don't forget the rest of your duties.
· There are many senate seats open! For those colleges that are not yet filled, please feel free to apply. Write-in candidates are still allowed until the beginning of the Voting Period.
· If you are campaigning on behalf of yourself or other, please remember to be courteous and respectful to all who cross your path. If you wish to visit student orgs/clubs, please keep in mind that they are in no obligation to hear you. Please be respectful of their time. It would behoove you to ask first to be listed on their schedule; please don't drop in unannounced. Keep in mind that other candidates may follow after you.
· The Elections Committee is available for your questions: presidential tickets have liaisons, and senators may ask questions of any committee member.  The list of the meeting times is posted near the TV in the office.
· I've been updating the website, so most of the info you should need should be on there.
· While I'd love if all of you could work together and resolve things amicably, sometimes that doesn't work that well. In the case of a campaign clearly breaking rules, the Elections Committee is around to manage those alleged infractions. To this end, there is a form available, and a formal hearing may be conducted. This form is available online, or at the Front Desk, and may be returned to the front desk, or to a member of the Elections Committee.
· Keep in mind some rules for the elections season:
· The Elections Committee adopted 7 supplementary rules. These are available near the TV, and are posted on the website.
· Please remember that all materials used in the process of campaigning must be approved before their use. All campaigning materials must be sent to the Elections e-mail before they can be approved.
· Slander and Libel are expressly prohibited in the campaigning process. Please don't talk about other campaigns in such fashion.
· No campaigning is allowed in the ASCSU Complex, including the ASCSU Office, SLiCE, and ASAP. Please take your conversations of elections outside of those offices. That includes wearing campaign t-shirts, paraphernalia, etc. Please keep campaign literature outside of the office as well.
· When filling out your D&E reports, keep in mind the definition of "Fair Market Value." Donated or discounted goods must be declared at the price at which any campaign would be allowed to purchase that item on the open market.
· Keep in mind the you must abide by the ASCSU Code of Ethics, Elections Rules, and the CSU Student Conduct Code at all times. They apply even if you are not campaigning on the plaza, and even if you are off the CSU campus. While there are a lot of things to keep in mind from those documents, two very important considerations should be salient to you: 1) You must not use your existing ASCSU title to gain advantage that another candidate would not be allowed. 2) You must separate yourself and your campaigning from official ASCSU business at all times.
· Two final words of advice:
· Check yourself if you think you might be in it for personal gain or personal glory, and remember that we're here to represent students and their needs, not our own. Keep this in the back of your mind over the next few weeks.
· Above all, please, try and cooperate with each other, and with the rules. Help each other out, instead of taking others down. Instead of attempting to skirt grey areas in the elections rules, ask first before you act.

We are hoping to incorporate a mini RamRide training into the normal RA/RD/ARD training yearly so they start to understand more of what we do and how we operate, and how we fit in with each other.
· Met with the Office of General Counsel last week. Proud to say that the University’s Risk Management office is comfortable with the ‘2010-RamRide’, and excited for the prospect of us increasing and expanding into the future. They had no concerns regarding our program and the risk it brings the University. As Josh, our associate legal counsel representative said, it’s not about eliminating the risk, it’s about managing it.
· RamRide no longer will be quoting wait times to our patrons. It is more of a PR issue than anything. When we quote a wrong wait time, students get mad at our program, and we have this reputation of having a lot wait time. It seems to me that the perceived ‘long wait time’ is due to historical knowledge more than actual wait times. Looking at the actual data (time stamped when they call, time stamped when they get dropped off), our wait time is significantly decreased (down from 1hr41min avg in FA09 to 61mins SP10).
· Ride receipts and guilt trip seem to be working well. Really glad we implemented them.
· Got a flat tire on Thursday night this past weekend due to running over a beer bottle.
· Looks like we hit our record evening of the year this past weekend. 555 passengers on Friday 3/26. 555 passengers with only a wait time of 62mins (avg for the entire evening). Not bad at all!
