·  Nondiscrimination in Higher Ed Funding- SB09-170 would allow all Colorado High School Graduates who have attended at least three years of school in Colorado, regardless of immigration status, to receive instate tuition and financial aid.

· Flexibility to use State Revenues- SB09-228 would eliminate the Arveschoug-Byrd Amendment and eliminate the 6% spending increase cap each year that currently exists on General Fund appropriations.

· March 23rd—Inroduced and assigned to Transportation & Energy Committee
· No hearing scheduled as of March 29th 
· House Bill 1313- There will be a resolution run by the Legislative Affairs Dept in Senate this week that opposes this Bill.  Pending its passage, I will be testifying against this Bill at the Thursday Education Committee hearing. Below is the legal opinion that the CSU Legal Counsel has released regarding the Bill:

· “In studying HB 1313 further, I believe that the University is legally prohibited from engaging in the type of fee collection that the bill contemplates.  The US Supreme Court, in the University of Wisconsin v. Southworth case from 2000, ruled that public universities could not distribute student fee money to outside organizations via student referendum.   The court found that there is no protection for minority viewpoints in a student referendum process.  The court struck down Wisconsin’s use of a student referendum process (which specifically included fees collected for WISPIRG), and, thus, every public university in the country ceased using student referendum processes to dole out student fees to outside entities.   Based on the Southworth case, and aimed specifically at COPIRG, the Colorado legislature passed C.R.S. 23-1-123(5)(i) which makes clear that we may not have separate, optional fees that go to outside organizations that engage in issue advocacy (unless we allow an individualized student-by-student affirmative decision to fund it – no negative check-off or referendum).   Before 2000, CSU had a contract with COPIRG by which we agreed to have a student referendum process for COPIRG and send to COPIRG the resulting fees.  That contract was voided by Southworth and the 2000 legislation.  

HB 1313 seems to be aimed at opening the door again to student-wide funding of COPIRG.   If it passes, and section 5(i) is eliminated, and the subsequent language is changed from mandatory to permissive,  the bill would not require us to violate the law as set forth in the Southworth opinion.   I believe, however, that our Board likely could not legally permit the funding mechanism contemplated by the bill.   We are already able to collect additional student fee money to fund more civic engagement activities under our current funding mechanisms if we want to, so it seems that the primary purpose of the bill is to reestablish a specific fee for CORPIRG, which the Southworth opinion prohibits us from doing. 

As you know, we already fund numerous civic engagement programs through our current mandatory student fee process, which we can describe in more detail if necessary.”
