· Meeting Wed., April 15th: Our meeting is in CRSCS at 3 p.m. and is open to the public. If you are interested in checking it out, come talk to a member of the Court. We look forward to meeting with the SAVA vice presidents this week to discuss collaboration for next year.
· Hiring:Applications for associate justice positions are available outside the Supreme Court office and at the front desk. Two members of the Court are graduating at the end of this semester and will be vacating their seats. To ensure that there is a full Court in the fall, we’ll be conducting a hiring process this spring. Our two graduating justices will remain on the Court until their replacements are confirmed. We hope to bring these nominees before Senate on May 6 for confirmation. Applications can be turned in at the front desk. Also, the outgoing president must appoint a chief justice to serve for the 2009-10 academic year. I plan to reapply for that post, however anyone who is interested in serving in that role next year is welcome to apply—see President Smoot for more information. 
· Elections Appeal:I have not received any documents related to an appeal of the 2009 ASCSU general election as of Sunday, April 12. The last day to file an appeal is Saturday, April 18. 
· Budget: Last week, I submitted a proposal to the administration-elect about increasing funding for the Supreme Court in order to allow a few justices to attend a conference in February 2010 in Florida hosted by the Association for Student Conduct Administration. We’ll continue to monitor that request as the budgetary process advances.
