President’s Report –Katie Gleeson
· ASCSU Executive Alumni Event: Thank you to everyone who attended the ASCSU alumni event last week. It was interesting to hear about ASCSU’s past from the former presidents and vice presidents. 
· Higher Education Ballot Initiative: Last Thursday I had to pleasure to be at the Capitol for Governor Ritter’s announcement of a ballot initiative that would put millions of dollars towards scholarships for Colorado college students. The program called the “Colorado Promise” would funnel 60 percent of revenues collected from a tax on the oil and gas industry to scholarships for need-based students. This would end an oil and gas industry tax credit. The other money would go to fund wildlife protection programs, environmental programs, and clean-energy initiatives. This is an exciting prospect for students in Colorado, but will need extensive student support in the fall in order to pass. 
· Board of Governors: The next Board meeting is on May 7th in the Grey Rock Room of the Lory Student center from 8am-12pm. 
· Meeting with VPSA Blanche Hughes: Vice President Trout and I met with Blanche Hughes last week. We discussed possible collaboration efforts with the administration and ASCSU next year as well as SFRB and athletics. 
· Support for Change of Board of Governors Composition: Last week the BOG held a phone conference to support a piece of legislation that would restructure the composition of the way Board members are appointed. This would remove the congressional district stipulation and instead require two members to have significant connections to agriculture, one member to be a resident of Fort Collins and/or and CSU alum, and a resident of Pueblo and/or a CSU-Pueblo alum. The other members would be appointed at the will of the Governor. With clarifying language, the Board will support this measure. 
· Student Coach Mixer: Please attend the student coach mixer tomorrow in LSC 228 from 11:30-2:00pm. It is imperative that students are present to show support for the new football coaching staff and athletes. 
· City Council at CSU: City Council members are coming to CSU to dialogue and interact with students on May 8th. This event is MANDATORY for all ASCSU members. It will begin at 5:00pm on Thursday, May 8th. Please be there. See Director Freudenthal with questions.

Legislative Affairs Department –August Ritter
The tracking report: SB 218 (The Federal Mineral Lease Bill) passed the Senate Finance Committee this morning. The Senate approved SB 233 (a bill about recommending that the CCHE put together a list of higher education construction projects that need to be funded) on third and final reading by a vote of 29-6. The House approved SB 143 on third and final reading today by a vote of 51-14. This bill is on its way to El Gubenador.  

 The Joint Budget Committee met this afternoon, and approved the CDC list of higher education capital projects for the resolution to be introduced. Senator Johnson and Representative Buescher will be the sponsors of the resolution. 

 SB 79 Instate Tuition is on the Senate calendar for tomorrow. I’ll let you know how it goes at Senate. 

· SB227: We decided that this bill makes sense and we are going to support it. I believe that it gives students a little more of a voice because one of the board members would have to have either graduated from here or be a member of our community. 

The description of this bill is: Beginning in 2008, requires that the voting members of the board of governors of the Colorado state university system include one member who either resides in Ft. Collins or is a graduate of CSU, one member who either resides in Pueblo or is a graduate of CSU Pueblo, and at least 2 members who have substantial experience in the production of agriculture. 

SJR37: SJR is also known as (Senate Joint Review). Like I said last week this bill is being sponsored by Sen. Tupa and Penry. This bill wouldn’t really do anything. It just makes a recommendation that the CCHE come up with a policy for the entire state regarding how student fees are increased. They suggest that all of them be voted on by the students but they mainly are asking the CCHE for an inclusive policy. I think that our lobbying should be done with the CCHE as they meet in this next year and put together a proposal. I would love any of your feedback about this issue and how you think student fees should be assessed
