President’s Report –Courtney Healey

Board of Governors Teleconference—Monday Nov. 7th there was a Board of Governors Teleconference to discuss the formation of a search for the President of CSU-Pueblo.  Dr. Ron Applebaum will no longer be filling this position but will remain a faculty member.  The Board decided to have an 11 member search committee made up of faculty, a student, community members, board members, and CSU system staff. 
University Center for the Arts Reception—We celebrated the UCA opening and the gracious donors who made this possible last Thursday evening.  We let Pat Stryker, the lead donor, know how much her contributions matter to the students.  Dr. Penley spoke after a reception and the reception was followed by a special presentation of Act II of Waiting for Godot.  This was a great event!
Cabinet Resignation—Director Wood (Student Services) will no longer be in this position in ASCSU.  Any questions should be directed to Shelby, as Jon and I will not share her personal information.  Please do not contribute to the rumor mill as it is both inappropriate as well as highly inaccurate.  
Preliminary Bowl Game Meeting—We met with staff and administrators to discuss all that would be entailed in a bowl game.  While we still don’t know if we will be invited, the most likely place is now San Diego.  The preparation for such an event is enormous so we will keep you posted.
Strategic Plan Implementation Meeting—Brian Chase from Facilities reviewed the building plans for the next few years here at CSU at this meeting.  Provost Frank also illuminated the potential outcomes now that Referendum C passed.  The discussion mainly focused on academic superclusters. 
Faculty Council Presentation—Director Lenard and I made our presentation to Faculty Council last Tuesday and it went very well.  We got great faculty input on advising, the South Campus Study Area, and the Honor Code.  Good job Director Lenard!

Dr. Kuk Meeting/Mike Ellis—As usual, we always meet with our advisors for help and to discuss the most pressing concerns that Jon and I have as well as the student body.  
Advisors—Please know that we have several great advisors who are willing to help you.  Mike Ellis, Linda Kuk, Mary Branton-Housley, Hinkley, and Pam Sampson are all here for you.  In addition we have great staff such as Kim Grubbs, Michele Frick, Laura Fagan, etc.  If you are unsure which of these is best to contact for your situation please let me know and we can help.

Elections Manager—I have continued the search for an Elections Manager as the deadline for me to bring an appointment to Senate is the week prior to Thanksgiving Break.  I believe prospects are bright.  I may have further details for you by Wednesday nights Senate meeting. 

RamRide—As many of you may know, there were several changes to RamRide on Jon and I’s platform.  One of these additions is the creation of “Thank You” rides.  One would be eligible for a one time use “Thank You” ride if they had volunteered X many times or more (suggested X=3).  The volunteer would be given a code that they could use to be pushed to the front of the line.  The idea behind “Thank You” rides is to encourage those who use RamRide to volunteer and help the program.  This is a volunteer incentive.  There has been a great deal of discussion and debate on this so please come to Senate bearing your thoughts and questions.
