Yesterday I spent the day sitting in budget meetings at the Capitol listening to potential issues for higher education.  There were a couple interesting things that I would like to share.  The first issue that caught my attention is that when CSU and other Colorado schools are compared to our peer institutions it looks as if our tuition is much less.  HOWEVER, these numbers never account for the subsidies that other schools receive, taking the burden off the students financially.  The amount of debt that Colorado students have when they graduate is thought to be higher than students from out peer institutions.  Our peer institutions have more programs and State assistance with debt relieve, subsidies, and financial aid.

 

Another issue that will be discussed during the upcoming session is Merritt based aid.  As of now, the state of Colorado does not give any money to students just on the basis of good grades.  They do however give financial aid to students from low income households.  Many legislators are concerned that the best & brightest students from Colorado are going out of state to seek their education, thus hurting the Colorado economy.  

 

The budget for higher education is tight as usual and will be a hot topic for debate among legislators in the near future.  If anyone would like to see detailed budgetary numbers come see me.
