President’s Report –Courtney Healey

ASCSU Day at the Capitol—This event was terrific!  The legislators that I know at the capitol were very pleased to interact with students and are always eager to hear your thoughts. Wow! What a great day at the Capitol.  With roughly 50 CSU students attending the event, the day was a SUCCESS.  We had a packed day full of speakers (Rep.Paccione, Sen.Bacon, Sen.Johson,etc.),observing the legislative process, and committee hearings.  Thanks to all that attended ASCSU Day at the Capitol!

 

Sen Windels has a billing coming up in committee this Thursday SB 153.  Briefly, the bill Requires at least 2 members of the Colorado commission on higher education to have experience in the field of higher education. In the Education Committee on Thursday there is a chance President Healey and myself will be testifying on this bill.  I will certainly keep the body up to date on the process of this bill.

 

If any ASCSU Senators have any bright ideas for ASCSU legislation pertaining to State legislation, I would love to assist the writing process.  Many issues were discussed during ASCSU Day at the Capitol such as: Referendum C funding, merritt based financial aid, illegal immigration affecting tuition, and CSU representation to the Colorado General Assembly.

 

As discussed, Sen Groff has a bill addressing Merit-based Financial Aid.  The bill for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2006, reduces the appropriation for the administration of the Colorado commission on higher education by approximately 75% and increases merit-based financial aid by an equal amount.  Since funding is tight at the state level it would surprise me that the CO Legislature would allocate funds to this aid, never the less it is still important to take a stance on this issue and support funding for financial aid for higher ed.

 

SB 117 Requires the Colorado commission on higher education to adopt a policy requiring each public institution of higher education to certify that each graduate of the institution is prepared for work in the field for which the student received educational training.  This bill speaks to the readiness of CSU students and their anticipated performance in the "real world."  This bill will also appear this Thursday in committee.

 

If there is any special interest to any bills from the CSU student constituent please let me know. I would love to get as many students involved in the evaluation of State legislation as possible.  Luke Ragland is currently in the process of setting up an ongoing relation with the college councils to allow the Legislative Affairs Department to bring State bills to them for feedback.

Budget – Still sitting good. Elections was budgeted at $1,500 for recruitment, and that amount will be spent as per the marketing plan set-up with EM Huitt.

Logo – There is a cleaned-up ASCSU logo that we will now use. Director Brunner has a variety of logos he is taking to Funding Board for them to pick from. These logos will be used for groups that receive funding from the Board. If you want to know what was changed about the ASCSU logo, contact me so I can give you the details (in other words, they are small enough changes that most people probably won't know - But LSC Marketing Director Kris Folsom picked them up right away).
