President Healey and I testified in regards to SB 153 last Thursday.  We broke the bill into 3 main points, this was what we presented:
 

Point 1) Require at least 2 members of CCHE to have experience in the field of Higher Ed.

· The body unanimously liked this idea

· The thought was "why don't we already have this requirement." 

Point 2) The CCHE can only implement policies as specifically directed by the Colorado General Assembly

· The ASCSU senate was split on this issue, but leaning towards the feeling that it would tie the hands of the CCHE, therefore making it more difficult for the CCHE to act in favor of the CSU Administration

· In addition, members felt that the CCHE spends its time dealing with Higher Ed solely, while the General Assembly is busy with all CO issues.  This may cause the CCHE to have to become more bureaucratic in dealing with ALL the elected officials under the golden dome.

Point 3) More equal distribution of political parties within the CCHE, a check on the Governors political appointments.

· The students supported this idea 

· They did not want politics to be swaying CCHE decisions. 

· The thought was that an equal distribution of political parties would bring both angles to the table for discussion regarding higher ed.

SB 153 was passed out of the Senate Education Committee with a 4-1 vote, Sen. Jones was the only NO vote.  Sen.Tupa wanted to offer an amendment to encourage the legislative body to make the ratification process more intense for Governor's appointments (NO rubber stamp).

SB 117 was Postponed Indefinitely in Senate Education committee.  This bill was targeted to ensure higher education students are ready for post higher ed work.
