 *HB 1024 (underserved students in higher education) in the Senate Education Committee: 

Senator Tapia explained that he had a very strong personal interest in
providing better support to minority, particularly first generation
students. He gave the committee his own history, and then mentioned that
some schools have good programs now, namely CU School of Engineering and
Mines.

He then brought an amendment (L006) that later became irrelevant - the
amendment struck the preference for need based work study students.
Senator Windels then brought an amendment (L007), that struck essentially
the entire bill (except for the on line textbook section) and replaced it
with a requirement that 1. all schools report to CCHE what they current are
doing to serve 'underserved' students, and 2. that each institution detail
what additional programs or services they would like to add to achieve
better outcomes, and how much it would cost. This amendment passed.

The bill passed 5-0 to Appropriations
