BOG Report—I submitted my Board of Governors Report on September 20th for the upcoming meeting on October 7th, 2005.  I thought you all might appreciate seeing what my Board report looks like.  The report highlights only those items in ASCSU that also concern the Board; thus there is a lot of ASCSU news missing.  The Board report is included at the end of this report.

Positive Impact Training—Student Services had their large training for volunteers on Tuesday evening and it went very well.  I’m told that Positive Impact had a rather low key weekend which is great!

1870’s Meeting—Preparations for the 1870’s Dinner are in full swing.  We did manage to get the Pacesetters invited to the dinner.  This dinner has our biggest and brightest university donors and will certainly be an evening to remember.  

RLT Introductions—I received the privilege of getting to meet all the new Ram Leaders at their first meeting on Thursday.  I think I have most of their names mastered now :O)  It looks like we have a great group of first year students!

Channel 11 on Transfort—Channel 11 (formerly CTV) interviewed me on September 22nd about the Transfort changes.  Hopefully, this helped clear up any confusion that there had been due to the misinformation in the Collegian.  

Responses to Disgruntled Students—I have emailed all the students who have written to the Collegian because they are upset with Transfort changes.  I have explained the situation and given them more accurate information.  One of these students has already responded and apologized as he misunderstood previously but is now satisfied with ASCSU’s actions regarding Transfort.  

Business School Announcement—I was pleased to attend a toast in the honor of Bob Everitt on Friday afternoon.  Mr. Everitt and Everitt Companies have donated $2.5 million to the College of Business to fund the Everitt Real Estate Center in the College of Business and also to go towards the dean’s leadership education initiatives.  

Weekend Events—This weekend went smoothly as our football team crushed the competition.  We distributed around 1300 For-Ever-Green shirts, and ran Positive Impact Student Coalition for the first time this year.  There were no major problems.

I. STUDENT BODY

The student body has had a great start to the school year.  While we were concerned that we could have behavioral issues reminiscent of last year, we were pleased when we did not have any such problems.  Currently students seem content and we have only received complaints due to misinformation.  We are all anxiously awaiting Homecoming and it looks to be a great year for ASCSU and the university.  

II. GREEK LIFE

As you all know, Greek Life had a rough Labor Day weekend as some members decided to participate in an activity known as “Rise and Ralph.”  As a result of this poor choice Pi Kappa Alpha fraternity is no longer being recognized by the university.  Pi Kappa Phi, Chi Omega, and Delta Delta Delta are suspended.  Sigma Phi Epsilon, Kappa Kappa Gamma, Pi Beta Phi, and Gamma Phi Beta are all on social probation.  While university action was not taken against Zeta Tau Alpha, their nationals have decided to withdraw the chapter from CSU so that they can restructure and come back next year.  

While there is still some lingering bitterness from some members towards those responsible for participating in “Rise and Ralph,” the majority are focusing on internal changes to better their chapters.  ASCSU has communicated to those Greeks who were not involved that we (ASCSU) do and will support them, as we know this behavior is not characteristic of all Greek life.    

III. INTERACTIONS WITH DR. PENLEY

Dr. Penley, Jon (the Vice President of ASCSU) and I have been meeting on a regular basis to discuss student and university issues.  These interactions have been very positive and helpful.  Many students attended the President’s Fall Address on September 8th and appreciated his words praising the university as well as accenting the need to secure funding for the future success of Colorado State.  

IV. REFERENDA C & D

Our efforts to get new voters registered have already commenced.  We have now trained approximately 40 ASCSU members to register voters and the hope is that we can register voters in the residence halls as well as on the plaza.  

Our Department of Legislative Affairs is preparing to blitz the public with information regarding Referenda C & D.  All information given will, of course, be non-partisan.  The information will highlight and focus on the effects to higher education if Referenda C & D pass or fail.  

V. KATRINA RELIEF

Several student organizations joined with us to raise money for Hurricane Katrina victims.  We raised: $1,658.70 for the United Way; $953.31 for the Community Foundation; $958.25 for the Gill Foundation; and $1,058.53 for Whole Foods.  All of these donations are being matched dollar for dollar by these organizations for a grand total of $9,257.58.  In addition to fund raising, we are welcoming the new students at CSU who are here as a result of Katrina with a Welcome tailgate.

SFRB heard their first presentation from Athletics yesterday.  They also began assigning themselves as liaisons to each of the fee funded areas.

The Pacesetter Selection Committee finished their work and has announced that Luke Brunner, Alec Jeffries, Gabriel Pfisterer and Abbie Tippie are this year’s pacesetters.  Thanks to Katherine Brownell, Dan Palmer and Mark Settle for a job well done.
