President’s Report –Courtney Healey

RamRide/Justice/ASAP open positions—I have interviewed multiple people for several different positions within ASCSU and will be bringing appointments to the Senate this Wednesday!  All appointments need to be ratified by the Senate.

Hurricane Katrina—As all of you know, Hurricane Katrina has completely devastated the Gulf Coast including parts of Louisiana, Mississippi, and Alabama.  I have heard from many concerned students wondering what they can do to help.   Here’s the answer:  ASCSU will have a signup sheet in the office for tabling on the plaza to gather donations.  The donations must never be left unattended and will be locked up in a safe every night.  We will give this money to the Bohemian Foundation who will then dollar for dollar match donations and give it all to the Red Cross.  We are encouraging all students who want to help to contact Jen Johnson in the Student Leadership and Civic Engagement Office (SLCE) so that she can coordinate efforts of individuals and help put manpower behind those efforts. Dr. Kuk will get contact information for those people to us and then we can have a welcome party for these students.  Stay tuned for more information on that!
