Cans Around the Oval: With the great help a very generous ASCSU member who wishes to remain nameless, we will have enough cans to participate in CANstruction today! That means, of course, that I need volunteers from 10-3 to be out the Plaza, building our creation, manning it, and helping with tear down. If you are in the office today during those hours, please come out! That being said, Cans Around the Oval will continue through October 14. Please bring in any non-perishable items you may have or a cash donation (those need to be given to me this week or Pres. Healey next week, as I will be out of the office). The needs of those in Larimer County are great. Here are some facts from the Larimer County Food Bank:

Staffed by 14 employees and supported by hundreds of volunteers, the Food Bank distributed 4.9 million pounds of food in 2004 to about 40,000 at-risk residents throughout Larimer County. This amount of food marks all time high and is a 40% increase in just two years! With a 32,600 square foot facility, four trucks and 27,000 cubic feet of refrigerator and freezer space, the Food Bank is equipped to store and distribute large quantities of food. Established in 1984, the Food Bank is the only America’s Second Harvest (A2H) clearinghouse for donated food in Larimer County, Colorado.

A2H is the nation’s largest food bank and food rescue network.

A source of food for nearly 100 Larimer County nonprofit member agencies that serve the hungry, the Food Bank saved these agencies more than $1.9 million on food expenses in 2004.

An important source of food for 7,000 low-income people each month, nearly one half are children, the Food Bank saved participating individuals and families $4.9 million on their food budgets in 2004 through this food pantry program.

Please help us make Cans Around the Oval a tremendous success this year. Even when we lose, we’re helping countless others!

VRD: Thank you to those of you who volunteered for our voter registration drive. We successfully registered over 150 voters for Larimer County, and helped 10 other voters register in the state of Colorado! Please remember that the voting center will be on campus in the LSC East Atrium Nov. 1 from 7-7. This is an important year for funding on the state and local level, so you need to cast your ballot! Also, please help Dir. Jeffries in his efforts to inform student about Referenda C and D. It is a crucial issue for our times in higher education.

Asst. Dir. Griebel held the first committee on the toy drive for Katrina victims on Monday. Look to see more details from her in the days to come. If you want to participate, please contact her at Jenna.Griebel@colostate.edu or in person.

City Council: City Council defeated the Human Rights Protection Ordinance last night, in a vote of 2-5-0, with members Roy and Manvel supporting. This ordinance would have barred city employees from inquiring after the immigration status of an individual unless it was otherwise required by federal law. Immigration enforcement is the responsibility of the ICE (formerly the INS), a federal agency. Other communities do have similar provisions, including Boulder and Durango in Colorado and major cities like Chicago, NYC, Los Angeles and Washington DC. While illegal entry into the United States in a criminal offense, undocumented status, in and of itself, is a civil offense. Some opponents of the law refer to it as a “sanctuary policy” for illegal immigrants. Many people on both sides of the issue spoke at council last night, and if you would like more information, please see me. The council also had a second public hearing on the budget last night. Most of the citizen comment was directed toward the cancellation of Dial-a-Ride night service and transportation in Fort Collins in general. If you have any feelings on the budget, please let me know so I can forward that information to council. Finally, remember that Oct. 18 is the first vote on occupancy limits in Fort Collins. Plan to be at City Council October 18 at 6 p.m.
